(v) Only one valid DSC should be registered by a bidder. Please note that the bidders
are responsible to ensure that they do not lend their DSC’s to others which may lead
to misuse.

(vi) Bidder then logs in to the site through the secured log-in by entering their user ID

2. Searching for Tender Documents
(i) There are various search options built in the CPP Portal, to facilitate bidders to search
active tenders by several parameters. These parameters could include Tender ID,

3. Preparation of Bids

(i) Bidder should take into account any corrigendum published on the tender
document before submitting their bids.

(ii) Please go through the tender advertisement and the tender document carefully to

the number of documents - including the names and content of each of the document
that need to be submitted. Any deviations from these may lead to rejection of the bid.

(iii) Bidder, in advance, should get ready the bid documents to be submitted as
indicated in the tender document / schedule and generally, they can be in PDF /

(x) Bidder should login to the site well in advance for bid submission so that they can
upload the bid in time i.e. on or before the bid submission time. Bidder will be
responsible for any delay due to other issues.

(xi) The bidder has to digitally sign and upload the required bid documents one by
one as indicated in the tender document.

(xii) Bidder has to select the payment option as “offline” to pay the EMD as applicable
and enter details of the instrument.

(xiii)Bidder should prepare the EMD as per the instructions specified in the tender
document as applicable. The original should be posted/couriered/given in person
to the concerned official, latest by the last date of bid submission or as specified
in the tender documents. The details of the DD/any other accepted instrument,
physically sent, should tally with the details available in the scanned copy and
the data entered during bid submission time.

(xiv) Micro and Small Enterprises (MSEs) as defined in MSE Procurement Policy issued
by Department of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSME) or are registered
with the Central Purchase Organization or the concerned Ministry or Department
are exempted from payment of EMD for supply of goods and services only. The
documents (if any) shall be uploaded in e tender portal Otherwise the uploaded
bid will be rejected.

(xv) The agency shall download the pre-bid clarification if any for the work and upload
the same (scanned copy) duly signed and sealed. The revised documents (if any)
shall be uploaded in e tender portal.
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(xvi) Bidders are requested to note that they should necessarily
submit their financial bids in the format provided and no other format is
acceptable. If the price bid has
been given as a standard BOQ format with the tender document, then the same
is to be downloaded and to be filled by all bidders.

Bidders are required to download the BOQ file, open it and fill the Basic rate
column which is in SKYBLUE coloured (unprotected) cells with their respective
financial quotes and other details (such as name of the bidder).

The applicable GST rate of 18% has already been fixed for all the items in
the GST column, which is protected and cannot be modified. In case any
BOQ item attracts a different GST rate, the same shall be raised during the
pre-bid meeting. Such cases will be duly recorded and considered at actuals
during the execution of the work.

No other cells should be changed. Once the details have been completed, the
bidder should save it and submit it online, without changing the filename. If the
BOQ file is found to be modified by the bidder, the bid will be rejected.

(ix) Tenderers are advised to upload their documents well in advance, to avoid last
minute rush on the server or complications in uploading. NCBS, in any case,
shall not be held responsible for any type of difficulties during uploading the
documents including server and technical problems what so ever.

8. Tenders with any condition including conditional rebate shall be rejected. However,
tenders with unconditional rebate will be accepted.

9. If any information furnished by the applicant is found to be incorrect at a later stage,
they shall be liable to be debarred from tendering / taking up works in NCBS. Also, if
such a violation comes to the notice of Department before start of work, the Engineer-
in-charge shall be free to forfeit the entire amount of EMD & Performance Guarantee.

10. The time allowed for carrying out the work will be reckoned from the 15th day after
date of written order to commence the work or from the first day of handing over of
the site, whichever is later, in accordance with the phasing, if any, indicated in the
tender documents.

17. The Security Deposit will be collected by deductions @ 5 % of the gross amount of the
