(such as name of the bidder). No other cells should be changed. Once the details have been
completed,the bidder should save it and submit it online, without changing the filename.

13. No modifications in the tender shall be allowed after opening Part ‘A’.

14. Tenders with any condition including conditional rebate shall be rejected. However, tenders with
unconditional rebate will be accepted.

15. If any information furnished by the applicant is found to be incorrect at a later stage, they shall be
liable to be debarred from tendering / taking up works in NCBS. Also, if such a violation comes to
the notice of Department before start of work, the Engineer-in-charge shall be free to forfeit the
entire amount of EMD & Performance Guarantee.

16. The time allowed for carrying out the work will be reckoned from the 15™ day after date of written
order to commence the work or from the first day of handing over of the site, whichever is later, in
accordance with the phasing, if any, indicated in the tender documents.

The Security Deposit will be collected by deductions @ 2.5 % of the gross amount of the running
bill of the contractors till the total security deposit recovered will amount to 2.5% of the tendered
value of work. The Security deposit will also be accepted in the form of Governments Securities,
Fixed deposit Receipts of Scheduled Bank and Nationalized Bank. These shall be endorsed in
favour of The Centre Director NCBS.

Earnest Money Deposit of successful bidder shall be retuned back / refunded on receipt of
Performance Security Deposit. however in case Performance Security Deposit is in the form of
Bank Guarantee, Earnest Money Deposit will be released subsequent to confirmation of verification
of Bank Guarantee from the issuing Bank.
